Individuals with autism who participate in therapeutic riding
become involved in a process that breaks down tasks into
successive steps that are attainable. The barn atmosphere lends
itself naturally to creating an organized and predictable
environment, with its various routines and required safety
procedures. This consistency and the motivation of the horse
activities entice the student to receive sensory input, learn to
interpret this input and respond in a functional manner that is
socially successful. Quite often the horse becomes a new found
opportunity for the student to gain a depth of affection and an
interest in pleasing. We have observed that this system
encourages students with autism to become more willing to
communicate with others.
